Dear Parents of First Communicants:

Eucharist is the sacrament of the body and blood of Jesus under the appearance of bread and wine. We will help
children realize that receiving Communion means that they are one with Jesus and other members of God’s family. As
your child prepares for this very special day, we are asking that your family and your child work together on planning
and creating a family banner. The banners will be hanging in church on your child’s First Communion Day.

The dimensions of the banner will be approximately 10 in. wide by 18 in. long. It should be made of felt (any color)
and decorated with whatever your family feels appropriate. The family name will be on the banner as well as the date
of the First Communion (May 17, 2008). All other symbols will be left up to the discretion of the child and family.
All banners should be hung with ribbon or yarn on a dowel rod. Banners are due May 8.

Some suggestions: Jo Ann Fabrics is a great place to purchase materials needed. Iron-on or sew-on puffy letters are
available to use for the date and family name. Photographs can be used on the banner, as well as symbols that
represent special events in your child’s life. Some ideas that you might incorporate in your banner include:

- Your child’s Baptism

- A sense of community in your child’s life: family, school, church, etc.
- A prayer or Bible quote that is special to your child

- Some special memento of your family

- Some symbol that represents the Eucharist (examples on other side)

Also, please mark your calendars, First Communicants (both Wednesday and Thursday) are expected to come to
class on all four of the following dates: May 7, May 8, May 14 and May 15 . Please make these classes a priority.
