THE ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY

There is a phrase in the Apostles Creed that we say
frequently but perhaps seldom realize the meaning of: "l
believe in the resurrection of the body." We readily believe
that at death the soul leaves the body and goes into the
presence of God. The spiritin which the intellectual powers
reside is indestructible and lives forever. But the body is
cold and unmoving, the spark of life gone. We have a much
harder time understanding that the body, too, is destined for
glory.

Because of our difficulty, God gave us proof that the
resurrection of the body will happen. Frst of all, Christ rose
from the dead. His body was reunited with his soul in a
wonderful way, and he appeared to his apostles, ate with
them, and then ascended bodily into heaven.

We might think, "Chiist was God, so it would be right that
his body should share in the glory of heaven, but what
about other human beings?" God also arranged that Mary's
bodywould be assumed into heaven. It did noteven go into
corruption. Mary, in body and soul, has gone to heaven.
We celebrate the memory of this on August 15.

Skeptics might ask how a body that has tumed to dust
can be made whole again. The question is like asking,
"How can a black cow eat green grass and give white milk?"
The answer, of course, isthat God can do it, and we believe
that God does. Einstein was asked if he had difficulty in
believing that Christ came into the presence of the apostles
through a locked door. He answered, "That is easy
physically, if you have God's knowledge and power."

The Resurrection of Christ and the Assumption of Mary's
body into glory are proof that we, too, can expect our bodies
to be resurrected and join our souls in the joy of heaven.
The DOGMATIC CONSTITUTION ON THE CHURCH from
the Second Vatican Coundil says, "In the bodily and spiritual
glory which she possesses in heaven, the Mother of Jesus
continues in the present world as the image and the first
flowering of the Church as she is to be perfected in the
world to come" (No. 68). We should meditate on this happy
truth whenever we say, "l believe in the resurrection of the
body."

SOME THOUGHTS

At first look, our finance reportlooks shocking. If you
are a person who compares finance reports from one year
to the next, you would think, “What happened to all the
money?”

Because of the timing issues involved, we withdrew a
huge amount of money from our diocesan savings this
past fiscal year. It was money that was put into savings
over two years from our CSA rebate and was designated
for two big projects: our parking lots and our carpeting.
Both of those expenditures hitin the same fiscal year.

And then there is the matter of our St. Thomas More
School Foundation with Legacy. We transferred
$466,676 from our diocesan endowment into the Catholic
Foundation. This now gives us a true endowment for our
parish school. Not only will the money be secure, but we
will also be able to avail ourselves of high publicity and
services that Legacy will be able to provide.

However, in the future, that money will no longer
appearin the asset section of our finance report since the
money no longer exists in our diocesan account. Instead,
disbursements to the school will be reflected in our
finance report asincome when we take the disbursement.
(There will be nothing showing in next years report
because we intend to keep the interest in our endowment
and let it build.)

This years finance report may look a litle more
complicated than in the past. Please be assured that our
parish is on very firm footing. Our finances are sound and
are guided by an excellent Finance Committee compiised
of professionalsin banking, finances, and the law.
